GENERAL PROVISIONS

1.Short Title

This Regulation may be cited as the "Forest
Development, Protection and Ultilization
Regulation No.544 /2024".

2. Definition

1/ "Forest Developer" means a person who

develops, protects and utilizes a forest for
various purposes on his land holding;

2/ "Small-Scale Private Forest Developer”

means a person who develops and utilizes

a forest of less than 5 hectares on a private

land holding;
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3/ "Large-Seale Private Forest Developer”
means a person who develops and utilizes
a forest of five hectares or more on
private land holding;

4/ "Institutional Forest Developer” means a

religious institution, government, or non-

governmental organization, which
develops, protects, and utilizes a forest on

its own land holding.

5/ "Beneficiary of Participatory Forest
Land the

community that has been granted the right

Management"  means
to develop, protect and use forest and
forest land under government holding;

6/ "Community Forest Developer" means a
community living in an area, which
jointly develops, protects, and utilizes a
forest on communal land or on a

catchment whose holding has been
conferred legally or traditionally.

7/ "Forest Cooperative" means a legal entity
organized under the Cooperative Societies
Legislation to develop, protect and utilize
forests, supply inputs, to add value or

market forest products;

8/ "Association Forest Developer" means a
forest developer including youth, women,
professional associations or community
watershed  development  association,

which is not a member of a forest

cooperative, but is organized under the
auspices of other appropriate legislations

to develop, protect and utilize forests;
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9/ "Concessionaire" means a person who has
been granted the concession right through
auction or other means to develop, protect
and utilize state forest.

10/ "Forest developed for cconomic

benefits" means plantation or natural

forest developed for construction,
industry, fuel wood or other economic
benefits;

11/ "Forest devcloped for Environmental
Protection” means a forest primarily
developed for watershed management,
protecting degraded forest land, wetlands,

riparian areas and waler towers;

12/ "Urban Forest" means a collection of
trees or plants that have been planted or
grown naturally in urban and suburban

areas to provide various services.

13/ "Forest Degradation" means the reduction
of a forest's environmental or economic
benefits or biological resources from a
better to worse state.

14/ "Deforestation" means changing a forest
land to another land use by illegally

cle:dring the forest.

15/ "Forest Demarcation" means preparing a
forest map by identifying the location of
a forest or forest land, and by erecting
pillars, naming or putting a permanent
sign;

16/ "Forest Resource Inventory" means
collecting and documenting data on the

quality and quantity of forest resources.
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17/ "Forest database" means a source of
information on national forest cover,

products,  forest

forest disasters,
businesses and industries engaged in the
forestry scctor, demand and supply of
forest products, prices, etc.

18/ "Forest disasters" means disasters that
cause damage to forests and forest land,
such as fire, disease, pests, invasive plant
species,

deforestation, and  forest

degradation.

19/ "Concession contract” means a contract
agreement  signed  between  the
government and the concessionaire for
the development, protection or utilization
of a state forest;

20/ "By-laws" means an internal regulation
that forest developers consensually put in
place to enable them implement forest
development, protection and utilization
activities;

21/ "Certificate of professional competence"
means a certificate, which allows for
providing consulting services, research,
training and similar services concerning
forest development, protection and
utilization;

22/ "Charcoal" means a forest product
produced by adding value through the
carbonization of wood using traditional
or modern method;

23/ "Briquette" means a source of alternative
energy produced from wood or non-wood
forest products or from various plant by-

products;
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24/ "Forest  Carbon  Stock" means the

amount of carbon sequestered or reduced

emissions  pained  through  forest
development and protection;

25/ "Forest Carbon Registration" means the
measurement and registration of carbon
stock accumulated as a result of forest
development and  protection in the
national registry database;

26/ “Forest Carbon Ownership Right”
means ownership right of carbon stock
gained through carbon sequestration or
reduced carbon emissions;

27/ "Forest Carbon Benefit Sharing" means
sharing the benefits from carbon trading

among eligible beneficiaries;

28/ "Payment For Forest Ecosystem
Services" means payment made to the
forest developer by beneficiaries of
ecosystem services for the provision of
drinking and imrigation water, the supply
of electric energy, and for protection
from flood

29/ "Ministry" means the Ministry of

Agriculture;

30/ "Ethiopian Forest Development" means
the executive body of the federal
government established in accordance
with Article 48 Sub-article 1 of
Proclamation No. 1263/2021;

31/ "Proclamation"

means Forest

Development, Conservation and

Utilization Proclamation 1065/2018;

Small-scale private forest developer shall

have the following rights:-

1/ Access to extension, training and other
professional support;

2/ Award of certificate for developing,
tending, utilizing and sustainably
managing a forest; details shall be
determined by a directive;

3/ To own forest carbon in the forest he has
developed.

4/ To transfer ownership right of forest
products including carbon to another
party.

5/ To receive benefit from the sale of
carbon and other ecosystem services
generated from the forest developed on
the land he holds;

6/ To receive administration and technical
support from the government when
transferring the carbon ownership right;

7/ Access to loan and insurance by using

the forest he developed or the forest

land he holds as collateral

8/ The right to receive incentives for
planting and developing endangered
indigenous tree species; details shall be

determined by a directive.

2/ An institutional forest developer shall
develop and sustain the protection of
indigenous tree species and protected
forests;

3/ To pay a service fee of 5 percent to the
federal government and 15 percent to
the regional government from revenue
generated from the sale of carbon
when he needs government support in
the process of selling carbon;

7/ To provide information to and cooperate
with authorized organization or an entity
which is granted permission from the

appropriate authority.

8. Rights of Community Forest Developers
The rights indicated in Article 4 of this
Regulation shall apply to the community

forest developer.

The rights indicated in Article 4 of this

Developer

Association forest developer shall have
the following obligations:-

1/ The obligations specified under Article 5
of this Regulation shall also apply to the
association forest developer if the area of
the forest is less than five hectares;

2/ The obligations specified under Article 7
of this Regulation shall also apply to
association forest developer if the area of
the forest is 5 hectares or more;

3/ To acquire a permit from the appropriate
body for transporting forest products from
one locality to another;

4/ 1f the association forest developer does not
comply with the obligations specified in
Sub-Article 1 and 2 of this Article, he will
forfeit the right to use the land he holds;

5/ To provide information to and cooperate
with authorized organization or an entity
which is granted permission from the

appropriate authority.
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I/ To access forest land free of lease
payment the private forest developer
shall;

a) Create job opportunities for youth and
women;

b) Develop forest to substitute imported
forest products with locally produced

products;

¢) Produce forest products, including

carbon, to generate foreign currency;
d) Use improved forestry technologies;

e) Plan to fulfill its corporate social
responsibility;

f) Be given priority if he commits to
develop degraded landscapes and areas
vulnerable to disasters.

2/ To be granted tax relief;

a) Small-scale and community forest
developers shall submit certificate of
land holding;

b) Large-scale forest developers shall
submit land holding certificate, approved
forest management plan, feasibility

study, and social and environmental
impact assessment document.
c) Submit written evidence from the
concerned

government  authority

confirming he has appropriately
developed and protected forests based
on the approved forest management

plan.
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3/ To access loan from lending institutions
a) Small-scale and community forest
developers shall submit certificate of
land holding;
b) Large-scale forest developers shall
submit land holding  certificate,
approved forest management plan,
feasibility study, and social and

environmental

document.

13._Demarcation and Designation of Forest
and Forest Land
1/ Forest land shall be

demarcated and designated through

and forest

discussions and agreement reached with

appropriate institutions and

communities living around the forest.

2/ Demarcated forests and forest lands shall
be mapped and shall have boundaries and
permanent marks/pillars/signs based on
the land holding certificate;

3/ A database shall be organized to identify
and register the country’s forest resources
and to provide information on forest
holdings;

4/ Forests shall be designated as productive,
protective, or preserved forest based on
their primary service; their designation
may be changed as required; its
implementation shall be determined by a
directive.

5/ A forest shall be designated a productive
forest when it meets the following

criteria:
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a) Ifitis planted, developed or naturally
oceurring forest including bamboo,
which primarily provides economic

benefits,

b) If it does not cause significant negative
impact  on  ccosystems  and
biodiversity ~ because  of  its

designation as productive forest.

6/ A forest is designated as protected forest;

a) If the forest serves as a center for

hosting, protecting,  breeding  and
conserving biodiversity.

b) If the land use changes from forest to
other land uses will have a significant

negative impact on the ecosystem.

c) If the area is susceptible to landslides,

floods, etc.

d) If it is being restored or is regenerating

through manmade or natural means;

e) If the landscape serves as a water tower;

f) If it provides a significant contribution
to ecotourism

7/ A forest is designated as preserved forest;

a) If the forest ecosystem has significant

national, - continental, and global
importance.

b) If the forest has significant ecological,

educational, scientific, historical, and

cultural benefits.
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¢) If the forest has important plant and
animal types, diversity, and stock which
are vulnerable (o various disasters.

d) If the area is vulnerable to landslides,
floods and similar disasters;

¢) As necessary, additional criteria will be
determined by a directive approved by

the Ministry

14, Use and Management of Productive
Forest
The organization authorized by law to
manage the forest shall:

1/ Prepare a forest management plan that
considers trading and benefitting from
carbon as appropriate; the forest shall
be utilized in accordance with the
approved forest management plan.

2/ Develop new production forests on its
land holding on his own or through
joint venture or other legal means by
collaborating with private business
owners and communities to supply
forest industries;

3/ Pay 10 Percent of the revenue from the
sale of forest products to the local
community where the forest is located
where upon the money shall be used for
the provision. of shared community

services;
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4/ Transfer the rights and rcsponsibilitics;f“
developing, protecting, utilizing and
managing a productive forest in his
possession to communities, associations
or private forest developers under a
concession or participatory  forest
management arrangement; the contract
shall include the rights and obligations
of the parties, the procedures for
terminating the contract and appeals,
and must be approved by appropriate
justice organ at the administrative level
where the party authorized to transfer
the forest to the concessionaire is
located;

5/ Identify forest land for production forest
that could be developed, protected and
utilized through nparticipatory forest
management, by organized  forest
developers or by private investors;

6/ Sell the wood-based forest products,

: including bamboo and charcoal, from
productive forests by involving the
community based on the forest
management plan;

7/ Ensure that the revenue from carbon sales

development,

is wused for forest

protection, and utilization.

15.  Management _and Utilization of
Protected Forest

The organization authorized by law to
manage the forest shall:

1/ Develop a management plan to protect
and utilize the protected forest by
considering the biodiversity and

ecosystem in which they occur;
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2/ Administer the management of forests in
lowland dry land areas in accordance
with a management plan, which
considers the livelihood of local
communities and status of the
ecosystem;

3/ Ensure that forest products and services

are utilized based on a management plan;

4/ Ensure that the utilization of indigenous
species considers, their diversity and
abundance;

5/ Transfer the rights and responsibilities of
the protected forest to communities,
associations, or private forest developers,
as appropriate, under a concession or
participatory forest management
arrangement; the contract shall include
the rights and obligations of the parties,
the procedures for terminating the
contract and appeals, and must be
approved by the appropriate justice organ
at the administrative level where the
party authorized to transfer the forest to
the concessionaire is located.

6/ Develop deforested and degraded forest
lands within and around a protected
forest through manmade or natural
means, by considering the status of the
ecosystem;

7/ Put in place a system for controlling alien
and invasive plant species that are harmful

to protected forests;
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bamboo and charcoal, from forests under
participatory forest management by
involving the community based on the
forest management plan;

9/ Sell merchantable trees including bamboo
for production purpose through auction
based on an approved management plan;

10/ May allow the use of trees including

bamboo within a forest, for the purpose
of research;

11/ Ensure that environmental and social

impact  assessment  document s
submitted when it is found necessary to

harvest forest products from a protected

forest;

12/ Ensure that the revenue from the sale of
carbon is used for forest development,

protection, and utilization.

16. Management And Use of Preserved

Forest

The organization authorized by law to
manage the forest shall:

1/ Develop a management plan based on the
existing biodiversity within forests and the
ecosystem in which they occur for
protection, education, and research as well

as for preventing damage and destruction;

2/ The federal government, regional
government, communities involved in
participatory forest management shall
share 5%, 15% and 80% of the revenue,
respectively from the sale of carbon and

other sources of income;
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3/ Ensure that the revenue from the sale of
carbon is used for forest development,
protection, and utilization,

17. Rielts of Beneficiaries of Participatory

I/ Receive technical advice, training, legal
and administrative support from the
concerned party,

2/ Prepare a forest management plan in
collaboration ~ with  the  relevant
government body;

3/ Access to non-timber forest products
free of charge, for marketing and
consumption purpose based on the forest
management plan;

4/ Use 90 percent of the income from the
sale of incense and gum based on the
forest management plan,

5/ Use 70 percent of the income from the
sale of wood-based forest products,
including bamboo and charcoal,
produced within protected forests based
on the forest management plan;

6/ Use 90 percent of the income from the
sale of wood-based forest products
based on the forest management plan
prepared for developing plantation
forest to restore degraded lands;

7/ Use 60 percent of the revenue from the
sale of wood-based forest products
produced from state forests based on the
management plan which is developed
through the participation of government

enterprises engaged in the forest sector;
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8/ Use 10 percent of the revenue from the
sale of wood-based forest products
produced from existing state forest
plantations based on the management
plan;

9/ Use 80 percent of the revenue from the

sale of carbon;

10/ Transfer the ownership right of forest
products including carbon to another
party;

11/ Jointly develop, sell and share benefits
gained from the forest including carbon
sequestered in collaboration with non-
governmental organizations, private
organizations or investors engaged in
the forest sector based on a legally
binding agreement;

12/ The right to receive appropriate
compensation if a forest managed
under a  participatory  forest

management system is to be converted

to an alternate land use, which will

provide greater national and regional

benefits; details shall be determined by

a directive;

5/ When a community, living in areas where
a forest is to be auctioned for concession,
meet the screening criteria bidders it will
earn additional 10 points in addition to the
rating it gets from the screening;

6/ Content of the Concession Agreement
a) The rights and obligations of the

government and the concessionaire;

b) A map showing the boundary and size

of the forest;

¢) The duration of the contract shall be at

least five years, which shall be
renewed as necessary.
d) The conditions for terminating the

contract.

.7/ Rights of the Concessionaire

a) To receive technical advice, training,
legal and administrative support from
the relevant government body if the
concessionaire is a local community

or forest cooperative;

20. Forest management plan

The process for the preparation and

approval of a forest management plan will

be as follows:

1/ Forest management plan for large-scale
forest developers shall be only prepared
by professionals having a certificate of
professional competence;

2/ When an authorized body prepares a
forest management plan, he shall consult
with stakeholders who have the right to
benefit from the forest;

3/ The body authorized to manage forests
at various levels shall be responsible for
approving, requesting for revision or
rejecting the forest management plan
prepared and submitted by forest

developers;
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4/ When a situation dictates that significant
change shall be made in the forest
management plan, the owner of the

forest must revise the

forest

management plan and submit it for

approval.
5/ When the lifespan of a forest
management plan expires, the forest
developer  shall prepare a new
management plan if he is interested in

continuing with the development of the

forest.
