This Regulation is issued by the Council of
Ministers Pursuant to Article 51(2) of the
Definition of Powers and Duties of the Executive
Organs of the Federal Democratic Republic of

Ethiopia Proclamation No. 1263/2021.

1. Short title

This Regulation may be cited as the “Definition of

3. Head Office
The Authority shall have its head office in Addis
Ababa and may have branch offices elsewhere as
necessary.

4. Objectives

and conservation;

3/ Promote development and competitiveness

of the petroleum and energy sector;

4/ Build technologically supported modern and
transparent petroleum and energy marketing

system,;

5. Power and Duties
The Authority shall h

and duties;

1/ Formulate comprehensive legal framework

for the petroleum and energy sector, submit

to the appropriate organ and Implement
upon approval,

2/ Undertake capacity building activities in

the petroleum and energy sector,

3/ Issue, regulate, renew, suspend, replace and
revoke professional certificate and business
license for a person engaged in the energy

sector and impose an administrative

penalty,

4/ Issue, renew, replace, suspend or
revoke competency certificate to a person
-engaged in petroleum and energy sector and

impose administrative penalty,

5/ Review national grid related tariff submitted
to it by a licensee and submit its
recommendation to Council of Ministers for
approval and upon approval, regulate its
implementation thereof; issue and regulate
the implementation of directives for the

determination of off-grid tariffs,

6/ Prepare and submit to the ministry
petroleum products wholesale and retail
prices and profit margin determination
directives and implement upon its approval
by the pertinent organ,

17/ In collaboration with pertinent bodies,
determine the required volume of petroleum
reserve, make sure that the reserve is
maintained, follow-up whether there is
sufficient supply of petroleum products in
the market, propose solution to any problem
observed in relation with the supply of
petroleum products in the market and follow

up the implementation thereof,

18/ In Collaboration with appropriate organs
support the development of market and
logistics infrastructure in the energy and

petroleum sector,

19/ Review the request submitted to it by those
institutions to purchase petroleum products
directly from oil companies in bulk for self-

use and grant permission,
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20/ Ensure the newly constructed petroleum
products retail stations and depots meet the

requirement to start operation,

21/ When disputes arise among those working

in the energy and petroleum sector
regarding their legal relationship and if the
parties prefer to put a request to the
Authority  for its

Authority shall coordinate the resolution of

resolution,  the

the dispute in accordance with the
Arbitration and Conciliation Working
Procedure Proclamation;

22/ The Authority as may be necessary shall
establish professional panels to mediate or
arbitrate a dispute claimed from licensees
or clients on electricity service fee, claims
pertaining to the quality of the services.
Details shall be prescribed by the directive
to be issued by the authority;

23/ Collect service fee based on the rate set by
the Council of Ministers Regulation,

24/ Follows-up the implementation of the rights
and obligations of service providers and
consumers in the sector, take appropriate
corrective measures wherever gaps are
observed,

25/ Perform other activities to achieving its
stated objectives.

6. Organization of the Authority
The Authority shall have;

1/Director General,
2/ Deputy Director Generals as may be
necessary and,

Powers and Duties of the Director General

The Director General shall "be the chief
executive officer of the Authority and shall
direct and administer the activities of the
Authority. ;
without limiting the generality of sub-
Article (1) of this Atrticle, the Authority
shall:

a) Exercise the Power and Duties of the
Authority referred to in Article 5 of this
Regulation,

b) Recruit and administer the Authority’s
staff in accordance with its own
Directives and Federal Civil Servant

Laws,

c) Prepare and submit the annual budget
and work plan of the Authority and
implement same upon approval by the
Ministry,

d) Authorizes payments in accordance with
approved budget and work plan,

€) Represents the Authority in all its
dealing with third parties,

f) Submit the Authority’s Annual budget
performance and finance, audit report to
the Ministry and other concerned parties.

3/ The Director General may delegate part of

his Powers and Duties to officials and other
employees of the Authority to the extent
necessary for the efficient performance of the
activities of the Authority.

3/In the absence of the Director General and
upon delegation shall act in place of the
Director General; failing such delegation a
Deputy Director General with the longest

tenure shall be designated.

9, Sources of Income
The Authority shall have the following sources
of income:
1/ The fee collected from the service provided
by the Authority,
- 2/ Budget allocated by the Government,
3/ Other income earned to implement the duty
of the Authority.

10. Budget
The budget of the Authority shall be

approved by the Government.
11. Books of Accounts
1/ The Authority shall keep complete and

accurate book of accounts.

2/ The books of accounts and financial
documents of theAuthority shall be annually
audited by the Federal Auditor General or
an auditor designated by him.
